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 Pupil Profile for Liss Centre for MLD
Pupils attending the resourced provision are likely to be pupils with MLD who are emotionally vulnerable and experience problems with generalising and transferring skills into a different context. They will clearly benefit from managed access to broader social opportunities. This profile is meant to provide a general picture of a pupil on entry. Individual pupils are not expected to meet all aspects.

The pupil:

· Meets statutory assessment criteria for learning difficulties in relation to attainment (red book)

· Is able to access one or two subjects independently – exactly which subject will be determined by the individual pupil’s strengths

· Requires individualised curriculum planning ( parallel, differentiated) focused on clear pathways and outcomes
Learning

Skills desired

· Completes short, simple, familiar tasks with independence provided the tasks are differentiated to an appropriate level

· Shows some initiative in relation to finishing tasks, asking for help as part of a familiar routine

· Makes attempts to record information in some way, for example using ICT, simple writing and drawing

Likely areas where support will be required

Needs:

· Small step, multi-sensory learning opportunities (particularly in relation to basic skills (literacy and numeracy)

· Instructions and tasks broken down into small steps and regular reinforcement of basic skills

· New tasks explained in more detail and support to develop confidence with new challenges

· Support with developing independent problem-solving skills

· Assistance with recall and retention of information

· Support to make transitions between lessons and around the school site

Language and communication

Skills desired

· Can have a simple conversation with a range of people (adult / child / familiar / less familiar)

· Can participate in a class discussion provided questions directed are at an appropriate level

· Can initiate conversation and ask for help, support and guidance

Likely areas where support will be required

· Auditory memory / listening skills, likely to need instructions simplified / broken down

· Conversational and interaction skills, support with development

· Vocabulary and understanding, increase and develop
Attention and Concentration

Skills desired

· Can work on a familiar task (at appropriate level), for approximately 10 minutes independently
· Participates in a small group situation for 20 minutes with some adult support

Likely areas where support will be required

· Attention and concentration skills – to enable the pupil to participate for a greater period of time and across different settings

Organisational Skills

Skills desired

· ‘Be in the right place in the right time’ when part of  a familiar routine and with instructions  and directions given at an appropriate level

· Some sense of time (e.g. what time of the day, sequence of activities, what might happen next)
· Collects the right sort of equipment required for familiar tasks

Likely areas where support will be required

· Independence skills when dealing with less familiar tasks and activities
Social Skills
Skills desired
· Recognising key people in school and understanding their roles

· Being able to make appropriate social interactions and relate to same age peers

(e.g. having age-appropriate interests)

· Showing some awareness of the needs of others, acknowledging that others may have a different viewpoint to themselves.

Likely areas where support will be required

· Further development of higher level social skills and interaction with others through group- work and discussion

Understanding of self

Skills desired

· Expresses likes / dislikes and simple reasons

· Expresses how they feel and possible reasons why

· Shows an understanding of personal strengths and an awareness of areas that they need to develop

Likely areas where support will be required

· Developing confidence, particularly to cope with new situations

· Individualised support may need to be provided according to the learning / social context

Behaviour

Skills desired

· Understands simple rules and boundaries when consistently applied and reinforced

· Some developing awareness of ‘rights and responsibilities’

· Responds to rewards and sanctions when used consistently and where rewards are motivating

· Involvement in behaviour planning / targets and understanding the need to respond positively in order to make progress

Likely areas where support will be required

· Environment where consistent boundaries are agreed and applied

· Consistent feedback given in relation to desirable and undesirable behaviour
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
