CONDITIONAL SENTENCES

1. Please read this information carefully
A conditional sentence is one in which one thing depends upon another. It talks about what might happen or what could happen. These sentences often contain the conjunction ‘if’ e.g.
I’ll help you if I can.

Other conjunctions used in conditionals are: unless, providing, provided and so long as.
They contain words such as would, could and might.
They are useful when writing arguments e.g. If you buy me a beautiful new pair of football boots I might win the ‘man of the match’ trophy.

Activities
Make up some sentences using the words below. Make them as imaginative as possible. Write two sentences for each example. You should write a total of eight.
a) If I do this I will be able to do this.
e.g.  If I win the jackpot on the lottery, I will buy every person in the country a new computer.
b) Unless I do this, I may not be able to do this.
e.g.  Unless I clear my slippery, snow covered drive, I may not be able to travel safely to Liss Junior tomorrow.
c) If this happens, then this might happen.
e.g.  If I take off my belt, my trousers might fall down. 
d) If you do that, then this will happen. 
e.g.  If you stay in the bath too long, you’ll turn into a rubber duck.
