Year 3 staff and children at Wootey Junior School have benefited greatly from the work completed by the maths network this academic year. At the beginning of the year, the children were very unsure how to tackle many different types of maths problems. 
Following the introduction of TASC, the children are on the whole much more confident in tackling problems. They have used the TASC wheel to solve a range of problems both individually and in groups. To show their ability to use TASC, the children used TASC to help them design, make and than test a game/piece of apparatus to explain place value to a Year 2 child at Wootey Infant school. They have also used the TASC wheel in other subjects. 
We have also introduced cards with heuristics on them to help the children with problem solving suggestions. These have proved to be very popular, especially 'act it out' and 'use apparatus'. 
Overall our involvement with the maths network has proved a positive way forward for our school. We look forward to continuing our work in the future. 
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
